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Max Weber on Ideal Types and Social Relationship

Social sciences explore and investigated the society
nuisance employing different methodological tool like
functionalistic, materialistic approaches but the Weber,
instead,emphasising on structural orientation, moved to-
wards the individual understanding to portrait discomfort
existed in society. Thus, the Weber being scoologist and
theoretician, fought with both reductionist and surface
approach carried by social scientist and historians respec-
tively.His un-comfortability reflected into his rejection of
prevalent evolutionary and mono casual theories consist
of idealistic or materialistic, mechanistic or oraganistic
design. Both the reductionism and historians persistently
search for hidden deeper causes and ingrained aversion
opposite to historian transcendent concept. Taking this
preview under consideration, he focused utility of con-
cept and typologies to provide advantages for the re-
searcher. Based on this, he developed the sociological
theory and formulated fundamental idea based on social
action. It is interesting to note that Weber’s scrutiny of
social action, in fact, associated with individual ideal type
and historical ideal types which emerged to ‘general ideal
types’.

Understanding the Historical and Sociological Ideal
Types-The construction of historical ideal types assist the
researcher to explore the various dimension existed in
historical juncture. Such approaches enforced the re-
searcher to connect with prevalent social realities. The
historical ideal types could not locate into the study in
uniform manner. Thus, the weber, for the sack of method-
ological approaches, categories historical ideal types into
three parts. Firstly, individual involved into the category
of facts actually constructed in the historical time and
space which is nothing but an historical construction. It
specifies to achieve the definite subjective matter of so-
cial sciences and help to draw all ideal types that suited to
subjective meaning of social actors. This must be consid-
ering the beginning of exploration of facts for the histori-
ans. Secondly, historians approach related to specific his-
torical boundary in the context of understanding the
meaningful action as it restricted to particular time and
society which is very imperative from epistemological
perspective. Thirdly, epistemological question of histori-
ans completely depend on what concept and facts actually
posed to selected groups of society for preservation of
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1 uniqueness of the facts. The primary object explained by

weber in regard to such selected facts that synthesised
into the conceptual tools for the utility of social scien-
tist.At this juncture, the weber definition of ideal types
becomes prominent in which he stated:-“is formed by the
one-sided accentuation of one or more points of views and by
the synthesis of a great many diffuse, discrete, more or less
present and occasionally absent concrete individual phenom-
ena, which are arranged according to those one- sidedly em-
phasized viewpoint into unified analytical construct&quot;
(Weber 1958: 90)

This clarifies that weber conclusive remark of de-
fining the ideal types from the categories of facts con-
structed from the general sociological ideal types that
alike with historical types. The rationality behind formu-
lation of fact as part of analysis in both the cases and
social actor enable to bestow meaning. It shows histori-
cal ideal type, as per the concerned of fact, limited by
the historical period but on the part, the sociological in-
vestigation provided much more opportunities to gather
facts from different contemporises society for shaping
the general sociological ideal types. Hekman stated, in
this preview, historical context of facts majorly impera-
tive for constructing historical types and factors remain
relevant only if the question answer attached to social
institution or practices found in the different societies in
various times periods (Hekman 1983: 42). In this regard,
Weber’s sociological theory provided researcher various
dimensional concept and empirical types which pre-
conditioned for comparative mental experiment and im-
aginative estimation without taking cognizance casual
explanation the history is impossible. Thus, sociologist
often suffers in duality in relation to develop generalisa-
tion and explaining particular cases.

Comparative Ideal Types and Free From Bias-The
Weber’s idea of comparative approaches counters the
theories of historical sequences and theories of universal
stages and rejected rural and urban contemporaries theo-
ries revolved around the economic development. Alt-
hough, general cultural development phenomena closed
to weberian understanding but his focused more on the
dynamics of specific historical phenomena. For exam-
ple, Bismarck personality may provide political, admin-
istrative idea, etc. but unable to display other dimension

like culture, traditions, values which can extract from
K 4 Ey
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dress code of Bismarck. This insight assist to examine the
development as well as declination of society satisfy the
purpose to achieve perfect reality. Thus, the several com-
parative devices like identification of similarities as first
step in casual explanation, negative comparisons, illustra-
tive analogy and metaphysical analogy, for weber, noth-
ing but to achieve ideal type. The purpose of ideal type is
comparison that estimates the primary answer to scientific
notion of law and evolutionary theories. Interestingly, we-
ber’s approach of ideal type is more logical in relation to
comparative strategy. Specifically understanding history,
it is necessary, as per weber, to locate the specific aspect
in comparative ideal types with the stages of historical
reality. Here, the task of researcher is not examine the real
or unreal fact but must concentrate on selecting the con-
ceptual appropriate for the problem. This amplify in-
volved the dynamics and alternative course of ideal types.
It is not embedded in evolutionary approach, instead, have
development dimension. Without historical rules of expe-
rience, the ideal types could not be applied as heuristic
proposition. Ideal types not only direct the researcher to
establish with typologies like differentiating modern vs.
traditions or new vs. old condition but also able to explore
the difference in causes. Through the above approaches,
the secular phenomena could be searched out from the
excluded historical process and culturally essential aspect
would identify the modernity order in causal chain of his-
tory. Thus, the ideal type is methodological tool applied
by weber to emancipate researcher from the personal bias
and intact him/her in the concept of ‘Value neutrality’.
This would assist the researcher to embed from the pre-
conceived notion responsible to imbibe the mind of indi-
vidual through general laws.

Ideal type — Mental Construction and Tool of Investi-
gation-For the weber, the ideal type is not individual con-
cept but a characteristic tool of social sciences.Therefore,
the ideal type must be observed as cultural significant var-
iant that carry the meaning by the individual in his/her
actions. Such process of selecting the prominent elements
of social structure that profoundly shape the meaning in
interactive relationship and logically compatible with the-
oretical interest of investigation to associate with social
concept (Hekman 1983: 122). Basically the ideal types as
a concept draw from the historical effect and ethical pos-
tulates. This effect on individual must be understood,
firstly from the psychological perspective rather logical
conditioned. Despite, the synthetic historical idea actually
prevail in public domain dominate its psychic process.
Consequently, the ideas sustain by the individual remain
error position but it could be employed and evaluate
through the judging process. Weber stated
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Tin the context that ideal types disconnect with any value

judgement and perfection but remain logically pure
(Weber 1978: 98). He further added that ideal types in
the form of brothels as well as religion or remain techni-
cally expedient in relation to police ethics and exact op-
posite to it (ibid). This provides the impression that ideal
type explicitly a unique character of cultural phenomena.
It means that ideal types applied as methodological con-
nection to other facts of society. In other words, the de-
velopment sequences perceived to be ideal types in the
form of heuristic value and possibly, in the particular ap-
proach, the researcher might be confused to deal differ-
ence between ideal types and reality. Emancipating from
the bias character of research, the heuristic device be-
come the imperative element of comparison of ideal
types and facts. Here the ideal type can be formulated
without having any prediction and merely remain hy-
pothesis to study the certain society like Gupta period
was golden period in Indian history. In this regard, cer-
tain ideal type becomes guide of investigation precisely
to non-golden era of Indian history that would possibly
manifest the peculiar characteristic of society as well as
its historical significance. Such divergence form of reali-
ty provides the space to test the hypothesis. This proce-
dure may reveal the methodological doubt to sharply dis-
tinguish between ideal typical development construction
and history. The construction of development sequence
and conceptual classification of certain culture structure
through the ideal type would reflect the initial stage of
religious flavour began with God and how in meantime
as family transformed into kinship relations around God.
In fact, these two ideas a intervened into the inherently
classify: selection of conceptual criteria for analytical
classification of concept and other part, empirically ar-
rangement of space, time and casual relationship that
persist in society. It provides the impression about mind
of human beings how the sense of generic concept of
ideal type rule thoughts pattern of human action. There-
fore, weber indicated ideal types are purely mental con-
structed. This concept is not end in itself but a medium

to comprehend the ‘understanding human phenomena’
that reflect concrete individual perspective. It often per-
ceived historical content a necessary subject to change as
they are not precisely and clearly formulated on all occa-
sion. It implies to understand the difference in the ideal
analytical character and historical reality so that confu-
sion in this regard should not survive. Since the defini-
tive historical concept should not consider as general
phenomena or ultimate end view of guiding ideal values
but sever and unambiguous concept become relevant to

the individual view point, direct the individual interest of

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at given time with clarifying the limits of its validity
(Weber 1978; 107).

Ideal types, Meaning and Social Relationship- The
study approach at primary stage initiated proceeds with
theoretical and conceptual understanding of social reali-
ty. These social realities often subscribe the individual
through historical context or its effect on the contempo-
rary issues. Form the research perspective, the ideal type
carried the mental imagination for the exploration differ-
ent nuisance percolated in the society. This attempt assist
the researcher to explore the validity and in-validity of
social reality which he/she is about to study. While ad-
vancing the research, it is imperative to comprehend the
interpretative understanding of individual’s social action
which he/she perpetuates in the form of narratives, expe-
riences and his/her act in subjective manner.

Prior to this, the re-
searcher formulation of ideal types based on his academ-
ic exercise and enlarge his research understanding
through the meaning omitted by the Individual’s social
action. The Gidden rightly stated that social action en-
sure the meaningful action through human conduct con-
sist of past, present, or expected future behaviour of oth-
er (Gidden 1971:151). Here, the acts of individual in the
context of social relationship actually reciprocate as their
actions are related to each other. It rightly to mention
that individual experience of social relationship display
the act and behaviour of others to produce complete pic-
ture of social reality by attaching the meaning to its inter-
active social relationships. This indicates the individual
action actually oriented towards the meaningful content
and portrait social relationshiexclusively depends on the
probability of social action that carried the meaning irre-
spective of bias exist in it. Here, the social relationship as
words not necessarily indicate cooperation or non-
cooperation but mutual orientation of action expresses
the nature of social action consist of conflict, hostility
sexual attraction, friendship etc. in where the meaning
become prominent that assist to credit to formulated the
theoretically pure type. The social reality through inter-
pretative understanding based on social action could not
access through metaphysical or normative sense. The ra-
tionality behind rooted into the subjective meaning that
vary from the similar engaged group, member or individ-
ual who are mutually oriented towards the same given
social relationship but in objective manner. It indicates
that the subjective meaning of social relationship,
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“possibly, convert into political relationship based on soli-

darity in relation to conflict of interest. It completely de-
pends what type of terminologies employed or continuity
of change subscribe or develop in the context of old or new
or generate the new meaning through this process of inter-
active relationship. Here, I would like pull the attention that
meaning of social action may remain constant or change
which determine the mutual agreement of two parties and
commit to reveal the future behaviour depend on the what
type of social relationship would evolved in future course
of time. This is because, each party percolate the validity of
its rational thinking and action. Therefore, the action of in-
dividual or party remain rational in two sense, firstly based
on the utility of meaning of action under the preview of
expectation and secondly, endeavour to recognize absolute
value of agreement that intended him/her to entre in it.
Conclusion-Max Weber emphasised that ideal types as
imperative research tool to comprehend social reality of
society. He declines the idea of collective perspective in
the form functionalist, materialistic to study the society.
For him, the individual social action carries the meaning
that may vary from span of time that transforms the mean-
ing of structure. It implies that Individual and its social ac-
tion actually a central theme for investigate the social cur-
rents exist in society. The meaning of social action, in fact,
rooted into the ideal types that often provide the spaces to
compare social realities by exhibiting relationship between
historical ideal types and general ideal type. Here, the Max
weber, actually, draw the meaning of individual action
from the present scenario and absentee of individual in
past, provide the tool tom present one to acquire the histori-
cal ideal types which specify the meaning of specific his-
torical events. This approach applicable to investigate ra-
tionally and scientifically without losing its interest of
study and ideal types perpetuate to precede the research in
un- bias manner. In this process, the social scientist obtains
the opportunity to scrutinise the social relationship in the
paradigm of ideal types which is imperative part of investi-

gating the social structure of society.

INTRODUCTION:-We are in the era of so called LPG
(Liberalization, Privatization, and Globalization). Global-
ization has made this world a global village. Globaliza-
tion is a process of international integration arising from
the exchange of world views, products, ideas, and other
aspects of culture. The supporters of ‘globalization’ de-
scribed it as the panacea for all economic problems, and
the only path to prosperity is to stick on to free-market
principles. Some countries in the world are urging to de-
regulate and open up their economies to free trade and
foreign investment, to ensure the development of their
economies. But globalization has brought great inequity,
mass impoverishment and despair, with it. The allotment
of rights over patents has yielded considerable economic,
social and cultural consequences that can affect the en-
joyment of human rights. The current importance of pa-
tents for human rights reflects two developments. The
first one is the expansion of the regions covered by patent
regimes to incorporate, e.g. patenting of biological enti-
ties, copyright print protections in the digital domain, and
private intellectual property claims with respect to cultur-
al heritage and traditional knowledge. The second one is
the emergence of universal regulations on intellectual
property protection in the global trading system. Though
globalization has increased the ability of civil society to
function across borders and promote human rights; but
some other factors have gained the power to abuse hu-
man rights in unforeseen ways. International human
rights law intends primarily to protect individuals and

groups from abusive action by states and state agents.
OBJECTIVE:-The objective of the paper is to identify

impact on human rights. This paper’s another objective
is to look at the significant aspects of the globalization
of patent rights and its consequences; and to trace out
some ways to curb the abuse of human rights by the
globalization of patents.

GLOBALIZATION OF PATENTS:-A patent means a
set of exclusive rights granted by a sovereign state to an
inventor or assignee for a limited period of time in ex-
change for detailed public disclosure of an invention.
An invention is a solution to a particular technological
problem and is a product or a process. Patents are in-
cluded in intellectual property.

Recently there is a trend towards global harmoniza-
tion (co-ordination) of patent laws; particularly
the World Trade Organization (WTO) has been active in
this area. The TRIPs (Trade Related Aspects of Intellec-
tual Property) Agreement has been mainly successful in
providing a forum for nations to agree on an aligned set
of patent laws. Conformity with the TRIPs Agreement is
required for admission to the WTO; so compliance is
seen by many nations as essential. This aspect has also
directed many developing nations, which may historical-
ly have developed different laws to assist their develop-
ment, implementing patent laws along the lines of global
practice.

Along with this, there are international treaty pro-
cedures, such as the procedures under the European Pa-
tent Convention (EPC) [comprising the European Patent
Organisation (EPO)], that consolidate some portion of
the filing and examination procedure. Same kind of ar-
rangements exist among the member states
of ARIPO and OAPI, the equivalent treaties among Af-
rican countries, and the nine CIS member states that
have built the Eurasian Patent Organization. Paris Con-
vention for the Protection of Industrial Property is
a crucial international convention relating to patents. It
was initially signed in 1883. The Paris Convention gives
a range of basic rules relating to patents, and even
though the convention does not have direct legal effect
in all national jurisdictions, the principles of the conven-
tion are included into all notable current patent systems.
The most important aspect of the convention is the pro-
vision of the right to claim priority: filing an application
in any one member state of the Paris Convention pre-
serves the right for one year to file in any other member
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Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT) is another crucial trea-
ty, administered by WIPO which covers more than 140

countries.
GLOBALIZATION OF PATENTS AND ITS IM-

PACT ON HUMAN RIGHTS:-Economic rights, labor
rights, cultural rights, civil and political rights etc. come
under the human rights. The globalization is considered
to have an impact on the human rights. The entrance to
the WTO by the nations that violate human rights extin-
guishes the opportunities for valuable sanctions to dis-
courage such violations. The open trade intensifies ine-
quality in the distribution of income. In the same way the
negative impact of globalization - particularly on vulner-
able sections of the community results in the violation of
various rights guaranteed by different Covenants in par-
ticular on the enjoyment of fundamental aspects of the
right to life by the nations which have debunked human
rights mechanisms. The conventional view that civil and
political rights entail only negative obligations, while
economic, social and cultural rights give rise to a more
complex issue of positive State obligations which need
resources to be expended. The United Nations Human
Rights Committee has inferred certain rights guaranteed
by the ICCPR as entailing positive obligations.

The negative effects of the globalization of patents on
human rights can be divided into two categories. First,
the globalization of patents may directly violate human
rights by itself or in conjunction with another factor. This
characteristically involves civil and political rights, such
as the right to have property. The second category is con-
cerned with indirect effects. It involves the globaliza-
tion’s influence on host governments. Globalization can
undermine the state’s ability to fulfill human rights law.
Globalization uses its influence to encourage govern-
ments to adopt policies of liberalization, deregulation and
privatization that ignore the consequences of human
rights. This second effect is concerned generally with
economic, social and cultural rights, which are vital in
developing countries. Globalization is the engine of eco-
nomic growth upon which the countries depend for the
provision of the right to development. Globalization of
patents has become a major issue of concern in the back-
ground its impact on the human rights.

In 1857 In-
dian first munity were started many of the Indian freedom
fighter organizedand stared their fight against British
rule. Tatya Tope is one of them who fought against Brit-
ish raj and gave remarkable teaching for upcoming gener-
ation,never gave up whether the condition will be.

The 1857 rebellion of India was started in May
1857 and ended 1st November 1858. The war duration
which basically dissatisfied the people by various percep-
tion including harsh tax policy, British social refor-
mation, some rich landlord and princesprovided special
treatment, as well as local people having a doubt of im-
provements brought by British rule.

Many of the freedom fighter who loved their mother
land participated 1857 first rebellion of India and sacri-
fice their life for beloved mother land. Tatya tope was a
one of the legendary freedom fighter who ruin every con-
spiracy against their mother land and successfully led to
Indian mutiny army. TatyaTope was born 16 February
1814 Yeola Maratha Empire, in present Nashik district
Maharashtra India. Tatya Tope real name was Ramchan-
dra Panduranga and he was a Marathi
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DeshathaBrahmin.He took on the tittle “Tatya” that
means General and Tope means commanding officer.
Contemporary peoples figured out the Tatya Tope as a
wheat complexion and always wearing a white churti-dar
-turban.

Tatya was an unmatched general. He was not disap-
pointed by the defeat. He established independence in
Kanpur but soon British army attacked Kanpur from the
Allahabad side under the command of Brigadier General
Havelock. Tataya tope gave his life best but unfortunate-
ly he was defeated and had to leave Kanpur. Soon they
reorganized their army in Bithoorto take chanceto attack
Kanpur. But Fortune not favour of Tatya tope Brigadier
General Havelock attacked Bithoor and defeated Tataya
tope. Although Tataya led the Indian solider very brave-
ly even British general had to raisedhim.

He was successful in joining the famous army unit
named Gwalior Contingent. 20000 soldiers of Tatya tope
helped Rani Laxmibai when Hughes besieged Jhansi on
22 March. Ultimately Rani won. After that Rani and
Tatye tope reached Kalpi where they had to fight against
British commandant Huroz, on this war Tatyafacing a
defeated. Soon Tatya tope were understand that he had to
take new remarkable and vigorous step. He was joining
in Maharaja Jayaji Rao Scindia army and captured the
famous fort of Gwalior. Rani Laxmibai, Tatya tope and
Rao sahib entered Gwalior, playing trumpet and declared
Nana sahib as Peshwa, on this opportunity, freedom
fighter army was fulfill with joy. But again fortune not
favour of Tatya tope and army of Hughes attacked on
him. Rani laxmi Bai was martyred on 18th June 1857 in
the battle near Phoolbagh. British ruined 1857 rebellion
an almost finished every possibility of Indian mutiny but
Tatypa had patience and continuing started mutiny in the
form of Gorilla war again British.But he did not get any
expected conquest opposed British ruler.Finally he got
the sheltered under the king of Narwar Raja Man Singh.
Man Singh was disputed against the Gwalior king but
British ruler made a plan and successfully dominate him.
Man Singh not obliging Tatya and hand over him to the
British army. British court started impost several charges
against him and declared him as a terrorist and executed
at the gallows on the 18 April 1859 in Shivpuri which
100 km far from Gwalior. Tatya sacrifice his life for his
beloved motherland. They created remark on upcoming
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generation that freedom is a birth right and every people ﬂ
would have to get it. The Rajasthan history of 9thcon-
gress conferenced came to the light of some history ma-
terial related Tatay tope, they mentioned actually Narwar
king Man Singh helped Tatye with a smart plan and re-
place Tatye tope with another freedom fighter who
caught by British army, at last Narwer king saved Tatay
life. Gajendra Singh Solanki written a book “what is the
alleged hanging of Tatya Tope” about Tatya tope the
publication by Akhil Bharatiye Ithasa Anthikaran Yoja-
na New Delhi. Under this book Solanki mentioned some
letter and document related Tatya Tope. Published Nara-
yan Bhagwat picture on the cover page of this book .One
of the other book related Tatya, which name is Desi
Dharam. On this book one of the foot note has also been
founded, where mentioned that Narwar king Man Singh
replaced Tatya one of the reliable freedom fighter who
caught by British army and send to jail, impost various
traitor cases in the British court. At last he hanged to the
death near Shivpuri.”

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Dilemmas and Dynamics: Introspecting the Challenges of Democracy in Pakistan

Introduction:-The journey of democracy in Pakistan has
been a subject of profound deliberation and scrutiny, a
narrative shaped by challenges encountered from Paki-
stan’s independence. While the nation's transition to
democratic governance represented a momentous mile-
stone, Pakistan has been accompanied by an array of in-
tricacies that have hampered its consolidation and effica-
cy.

The complexities of democratic development in the
Pakistani context have engendered persistent discourse
and reflection. While acknowledging the strides made
towards democratic governance, it is imperative to dis-
sect the various issues that have influenced the course of
democracy's growth and resilience in Pakistan. By delv-
ing into these challenges, we can glean insights into the
multifaceted dynamics that have shaped the trajectory of
democracy in Pakistan.

This analysis is not only an exercise in historical
examination but also an exploration of the present chal-
lenges that continue to influence the democratic land-
scape. The amalgamation of historical context and con-
temporary realities serves as a foundation for compre-
hending the intricacies that have beset democratic pro-
gression. In this pursuit, this article endeavors to shed
light on a spectrum of issues that have collectively cast
shadows upon the democratic terrain of Pakistan.
Unstable Foundations: Interplay of Political Instabil-
ity and Democracy in Pakistan-The government's wob-
bling, the disarray of political factions, and a feeble polit-
ical culture have birthed a state of political fragility in
Pakistan. Pakistan has spent half of its existence engulfed
in internal political turmoil. The quandary of political in-
stability poses graver implications in a multiethnic nation
like Pakistan, where diverse cultural attributes abound. In
the face of instability, individuals feel dissatisfied and
impotent, as they lose faith in institutions and prioritize
their own interests over the state's, ultimately leading to
societal destruction. Underdeveloped nations, such as Pa-
kistan, grapple with the challenges of decentralizing au-
thority, fostering national unity, fostering economic
growth, promoting political engagement, and ensuring
social welfare. The political landscape in Pakistan has
been in disarray since the 2013 elections, with Nawaz
Sharif's regime at the helm, resulting in a stumbling
economy and a crumbling democracy. The involvement
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of the Nawaz regime in money laundering has spawned
an unstable political structure, dividing the masses, im-
peding economic and social progress, and projecting a
feeble state on the global stage (Rakhshani,
2021).Batool (2023) contends that constitutional liber-
alism nurtures political stability by establishing a sys-
tem of justice and the rule of law, delineating a code of
conduct for state and governmental institutions, and
curbing their authority. However, Pakistan grapples
with periodic political instability due to the imbalance
of power between the military and the civilian govern-
ment. [lliberalism grants the military unchecked access
to state resources and authority, culminating in the es-
tablishment of a deep state within the state. This ena-
bles the military to challenge the power of politicians,
manipulate the media and the market, and exert control
(Batool, 2023).

The stumbling and fragmented nature of political
organizations serve as the root causes of political insta-
bility in Pakistan. Governments in the country rely on
coalition support to attain power, resulting in an inces-
sant struggle to appease all coalition parties. The formu-
lation of both domestic and foreign policies necessitates
the backing of all factions within a party, rendering pol-
icy formulation a formidable task for the government
(Rakhshani, 2021). This organizational void paves the
way for the formation of coalition governments that
face constant pressure from their partners. Such dynam-
ics significantly impact the processes of internal and
external policy-making.

Imran (2022) underscores the imperative of robust
public support for the successful implementation of do-
mestic and foreign policies. When political parties func-
tion ineffectively, they sow division and exploit public
sentiment for their own gain. The political landscape
has descended into chaos, with leaders manipulating
emotions to further their own interests. Religion re-
mains a sensitive subject in society, and the populace is
plagued by a lack of information, rendering them una-
ble to make informed choices between parties. This en-
genders a chaotic and dependent political land-
scape.Military rule in Pakistani Politics and its impact
on Democratization The military's theatrical prowess
has always taken center stage in Pakistan's political are-
na. For nearly 70 years, the army has molded the ood
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‘nation's security agenda, at times even dictating the very
core of governance, with many commanders finding
themselves at the epicenter of economic and political
might. However, civilian leaders, particularly the prime
minister, have recently unleashed their political might,
employing the military to fortify their blossoming demo-
cratic ideals. This not only quenches the military's thirst
for influence but also dampens the likelih of a coup. Nev-
ertheless, the military will strive to retain its significance
in the economy and government, all while upholding its
historical duty as the country's guardian.

Pakistan bore witness to military rule in 1958
when President Iskander Mirza declared martial law.
Gen. Ayub Khan assumed the role of Chief Martial Law
Administrator, and following the 1971 war with India, he
was succeeded by Gen. Agha Mohammad Yahya Khan
(Kashyap, 2022). The inaugural military coup unfolded
in 1977 when Gen. Zia ul Haq dissolved the parliament
and confined Bhutto to house arrest (Kashyap, 2022). In
1985, Zia ul Haq resigned, and the final military coup
occurred in 2007 with Gen. Pervez Musharraf seizing
power. In 2010, the National Assembly passed the 18th
Amendment of the Constitution, transforming Pakistan
from a Semi-Presidential to a Parliamentary Republic in
an endeavor to forestall military coups and curtail mili-
tary influence on decision-making bodies (Kashyap,
2022).

Pakistan stands as a vivid testament to the tragic re-
percussions of military-dominated administrations. While
representative democracy offers a greater promise of long
-term political stability, many associate the instability of
democratic systems with benevolent dictators. Since the
1950s, Pakistan's military, renowned for its all-
encompassing control and instrumental advantages, has
been steeped in this conviction. The army has acted upon
this condescension, staging coups and officially ruling
the nation for half of its existence. In the other half, the
military has assumed a more sinister role, exerting con-
trol over security and foreign policy, casting an ominous
shadow (Butt, 2022).

Military dictators often brandished fear as their
weapon, and political elites eagerly collaborated to con-
solidate their rule and reap economic rewards. This para-
lyzed the political culture of the state, as political intel-
lectuals defended the military and anointed military dic-
tators as presidents (Butt, 2022). Pro-military politicians
launched offensives against their adversaries, fanning
conflicts and fostering opposition alliances. The govern-
ment frequently employed state apparatuses against op-
position parties, resulting in the exile and execution of
politicians. This trend stifled the growth of the political
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process and corroded the image of democratic institu-
tions. Efforts are underway to address the root causes of
political backwardness, yet the military has eluded culpa-
bility. Legislation forms the lifeblood of a nation, and
since independence, progress has been impeded by vari-
ous hindrances (Khalid & Yaseen, 2016). The fundamen-
tal purpose of democratic institutions was to enact laws
and legislation, but this was eclipsed by presidential ordi-
nances and inherited colonial rules. Amendments were
railroaded based on personal whims, with the consent of
the majority disregarded. Politicians supported dictators
in amending the constitution, granting them carte blanche
to pursue personal gain. The military has sought to im-
pose order, whether directly in power or orchestrating
events from the shadows. However, the irony lies in the
chaos it has sown in its pursuit (Khalid & Yaseen, 2016).
The greatest reward of democratic systems lies not in
rapid economic growth or progressive social policies, but
rather in the certainty that the transfer of power from one
government to another will be peaceful and predictable.
Pakistan has endured four military rulers through three
military coups, signifying the absence of complete demo-
cratic rule in any generation. The military's incursion has
led to the people accepting these intrusions and control
within the democratic framework. Decades of patronage
politics have left Pakistan teetering, with the economy
plummeting in the latter half of 2019 and inflation soar-
ing (Kashyap, 2022). This lack of democratic experience
and excess exposure to patronage politics directly impact
citizens' expectations of a leader, exposing the conse-
quences of Pakistan's democratic inexperience on its citi-
zens' expectations.

Societal Faultline: Ethno-Religious Divides and it’s on
Democracy in Pakistan Pakistan pulsates with a tapestry
of diversity, boasting an intricate web of ethnic, linguis-
tic, and religious threads. It was once cleaved into five
dominant ethnic clusters: the Bengalis, Punjabis, Pa-
thans, Sindhis, and Baluchs. The ethno-national conflicts
that plague the nation arise from the profound incongrui-
ty between its heterogeneous society and its political in-
stitutions. Pakistan's ruling elite has been obstinately
averse to embracing the pluralistic composition of its
populace, adamantly refusing to relinquish power to any
minority or majority faction. This deep-rooted resistance
culminated in the birth of Bangladesh in 1971, an irrevo-
cable rupture (Kukreja, 2020).

Since its inception in 1947, Pakistan has grappled
futilely with establishing an organic and efficacious cov-
enant among its federating units, despite sporadic ad-
vances toward provincial autonomy and devolution. Fed-
eralism was enshrined as a cornerstone for Pakistan's
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formation in the Lahore Resolution of 1940, yet it has
languished in its quest to materialize as a federal state
(Kukreja, 2020). The political climate in Pakistan has re-
mained steeped in authoritarianism, unabated by the os-
tensible presence of federal characteristics in successive
constitutions. The tumultuous chapter of ethnic seces-
sionism in East Pakistan failed to yield a recalibrated pol-
itics of accommodation and reconciliation between the
central authority and the provinces. Instead, the trajectory
of centralized authoritarianism persisted following Paki-
stan's fragmentation, leading to militarized clashes be-
tween the state and ethnic groups in Balochistan, as well
as in rural and urban Sindh (Siddiqi, 2020). Since 2009,
Pakistan has seemingly broken free from the shackles of
centralized politics through the 18th Amendment to the
Constitution. This amendment not only guarantees the
much-needed provincial autonomy but also nurtures a
democratic polity adorned with periodic elections and
partisan rivalry (Siddiqi, 2020). Nevertheless, ethnic
movements continue to reverberate, with a secessionist
fervor gripping Balochistan and fervent demands for new
administrative units in Sindh, Punjab, and Khyber Pakh-
tunkhwa provinces. Pakistan's democratic-federal state in
transition presents an opportunity for the constructive
regulation of ethnic aspirations, albeit paradoxically fuel-
ing the urgency for ethnic assertions as the state grapples
with the devolution of administrative powers from a
deeply entrenched federal bureaucracy to provincial enti-
ties (Siddiqi, 2020).

The multi-ethnic fabric of the state poses a formi-
dable challenge to a stable democracy. Advocates argue
that consociational democracy offers a viable solution for
a deeply fractured society, serving as a balm to alleviate
the ailment of political instability (Kukreja, 2020).
Democracy Deferred: The Absence of Democratic Politi-
cal Culture in Pakistan

The Pakistani government lacks the vibrancy re-
quired for democracy, resulting in a feeble democratic
framework. Ali Jinnah established a democratic prece-
dent by relinquishing his position as president of the
Muslim League, granting the Muslim League the free-
dom to engage in political endeavors without official in-
terference (Aqdas, 2020). However, Liaquat Ali Khan
later disregarded this practice, enfeebling the Muslim
League and reducing it to a puppet of the government.
The Pakistani democratic system also suffers from mili-
tary interventions, such as coups in 1958, 1977, and
1999, which enervated democratic institutions and cast a
detrimental shadow on constitutional and legal advance-
ments (Aqdas, 2020). Military regimes suffocate freedom
of expression, the birth of political parties, healthy
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competition, and the liberty of press, all of which are
crucial ingredients of a democracy. Consequently, demo-
cratic values have withered away in Pakistani society,
leaving the governmental system bereft of political
awareness (Aqdas, 2020).

Political parties in Pakistan are organized public
collectives striving for political supremacy, fulfilling
three pivotal roles: mobilization, electioneering, and
governance. They showcase diverse organizational char-
acteristics and agenda structures (Murtaza, 2023). Party
leadership is either personalized or merit-based, often
shaped by captivating individuals and transforming into
dynastic entities. Pakistan's five major parties, including
the Pakistan Muslim League, Pakistan People's Party,
and Jamiat Ulema-e-Islam, are dynastic institutions,
while the remaining two, Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf and
the Muttahida Qaumi Movement, continue to orbit
around charismatic founders (Murtaza, 2023).

Pakistan's political culture and precarious parlia-
mentary democracy primarily stem from a frail and un-
democratic party system. The country's political parties
are top-heavy, lacking a middle layer that connects them
to the masses. Traditional elites dominate these parties,
garnering votes solely based on familial history and so-
cial status, rather than their dedication to the communi-
ties they claim to represent. Consequently, mainstream
parties have stagnated, with the same leaders, voices,
programs, and propaganda echoing through the corridors
of power. The absence of fresh recruits restricts the en-
trance solely to the younger generation of traditional
elites. The dynastic nature of leadership obstructs the
democratization of political parties, a vital prerequisite
for the success of any parliamentary system. To truly
thrive, a system of checks and balances must be in place,
including institutional oversight from organized party
systems, a robust opposition, democratic functioning
within the party, party discipline, and a clear separation
of powers. In Pakistan, these requisites have remained
relatively feeble.

The economy is a treacherous terrain for
habitation and commerce, as the general public has fallen
prey to terrorist assaults. Foreign investors and traders are
hesitant to infuse capital into Pakistan, enfeebling the econo-
my. To invigorate the nation and foster its prosperity, drastic
measures must be implemented. Education must permeate
from the apex to the base, ensuring equal opportunities for
all, as education is the sole conduit to achieve affluence and
progress. The absence of genuine political competition and
the prevalence of dynastic politics have led to feeble and in-
effectual governance, with a culture of nepotism and patron-
age overshadowing meritocracy. This has resulted in a misal-
location of resources, feeble policy implementation, and a
paucity of efficient public service delivery, further eroding
public trust in democratic institutions. The pervasive corrup-
tion and lack of accountability have corroded public trust in
the democratic process, fostering a perception of systemic
injustice, which in turn fuels social inequality, alienation, and
frustration among marginalized groups.

though group discussion, student’s teacher interaction,
conducive classroom situation, improved listening skill.
So, it is vital to sustain Radio programs in the schools and
polices should be made to be implemented stringently on
the basis of the findings of the present study, discussion,
suggestions, implementations and further research
should done to make the radio programs more effective
for the quality learning.

It pro-
motes two educational radio programs in Madhya Pra-
desh, the first is 'English Is Fun' and the second is
Jhilmil. 'English is Fun', basically designed for Level-I
and Level-II students, where Level-I covers classes
from Class-I to Class-III and Level-II covers classes 1V,
V are included. The primary objective of this pro-
gramme is to improve the English language of primary
level students. Whereas, the objective of the 'Jhilmil'
Educational Radio Program is to make students aware
of the concepts of environmental studies and mathemat-
ics. (India education diary, 2020) Both the IRI-
Educational Radio programs were jointly started by the
Government of Madhya Pradesh (Education Depart-
ment) and Educational Development Centre (EDC)
Need of the Study-The Study focused on the informal
education system because this time education require-
ments are higher to cater the needs of the masses .The
purpose of this study is to find out effectiveness of edu-
cational radio programs at primary level and
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broadcasting services to promote the teaching and learn-
ing of English language, Environmental Studies and
mathematics among the students.

These tools
were constructed by the researcher with the help of a
supervisor and expert.

The oneway ANOVA computed to analyse the
class 3 to 5™ students’ achievement on English language
towards English is fun Educational Radio Program of
the independent variable on the dependent variable.
Therefore, statistical procedures known as classification
and tabulation have been used to present disorganized,
complex and unintelligible data in some significant
form. The primary purpose of statistical inference is to
generalize the findings obtained by researchers from a
sample of the same larger population, which is a part of
the sample.

Findings of the Study:

1.There is no significant difference between the school
teacher’s attitude based on gender accessibility status of
ERP, Teacher’s motivation, technical issue on ERP, and
Effectiveness of ERP.

But there is significant difference between the
school teacher attitude based on gender towards Mobile
Use on ERP. The male teachers (1.64) are greatly using
the mobile phone than the female teachers (1.54). The
reason is that the male teacher psychologically favors
the use of mobile phone frequently and they may have
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active interaction toward mobile phone usage.

2.There is no significant difference between the school
teacher attitude based on Locality towards accessibility
status of ERP, Teacher- Motivation, Technical Issue on
ERP, Mobile Use on ERP and Effectiveness of ERP.
3.There is no significant difference between the school
teacher attitude based on =~ ERP and Non-ERP schools
towards Technical Issue on ERP and Effectiveness of
ERP. But There is significant difference between the
school teacher attitude based on ERP and Non-ERP
schools towards accessibility status of ERP, Teacher-
Motivation, Mobile Use on ERP.

4. There is no significant difference between the school
teacher attitude based on position (Headmaster and
Teachers) towards, accessibility status of ERP, Technical
Issue on ERP and Effectiveness of ERP.

But there is significant difference between the school
teacher attitude based on position (Headmaster and
Teachers) towards, Teacher- Motivation and Mobile Use
on ERP.

5. There is no significant difference between the students
based on gender towards accessibility status of ERP,
Teacher- Students Cooperation, and Students Interest on
ERP.

But there is significant difference between the students
based on gender towards Students Motivation on ERP
and Students Attitude on ERP. The female students
(6.87) have higher motivation than the male students
(6.47). it is due to their interest and self-ability. And the
female students (42.32) have higher attitude on ERP than
male the male students (41.29)

Recommendations of the Study:-1.It is necessary to re-
solve issues concerning the transmission of educational
radio programmes. Because the main issue of educational
radio programmes is a lack of radio sound or a radio net-
work.

2. Schools where educational radio programs are not
running continuously due to radio network issues. In ad-
dition to providing a small sound system in those schools,
the program's recording data should be made available. in
the present study, 46% of teachers recommended a small
sound system and tools for 'Recording data' in the school.
3.All teachers should be provided regular training related
to educational radio programs to do the activities during
the program effectively. There should be a provision for
regular teacher training on a continuous basis to provide
them with new ideas and material, clear their doubts and
exchange experiences, all of which are essential if the
Educational Radio Program is to play a significant role in
improving quality.
4.Today education is completely based on child cantered
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system according to which every child has the right to
study according to his interest, age, physical and mental
ability. That is, during the broadcast of the educational
radio program, the program is narrated to the students
of class 1-2 and class 3-5 by sitting together. Which is
not according to the interest, nature and intelligence
(IQ) of the students. Therefore, educational radio pro-
grams should be broadcast class wise keeping in view
the individual differences of their students. According
to the present study, the government should make some
changes in implementing the educational radio pro-
gram.
5.The broadcast time of the Educational Radio Program
is between 12:05 pm to 1:35 pm. This is lunchtime for
most primary level school children. so, most students
are more interested in eating food than listening to edu-
cational radio programs. Thus, there is a need to re-
schedule the Educational Radio Program schedule. So
that most of the children can participate in the Educa-
tional Radio Program.
Educational Implications of the Study:
Educational implications are based on research findings
which provide a way to make teaching learning process
effective through constructivist approach. Based on the
findings of the study the following educational implica-
tions can be determined.
1.The Educational Radio Program aims at improving
the quality of teaching-learning process among primary
school students. Learning is easy for primary school
students through this program. Children take more in-
terest in learning due to which positive improvement
has been seen in their achievement.
2.Educational Radio Program is educationally more
beneficial for people living in rural areas, as students
get learning through the play way method.
3.Educational radio programs create an active environ-
ment for learning, allowing the student as well as the
teacher to learn.
4.Educational radio programs provide an opportunity
for students to learn independently. So, it is useful for
the students. Through which it provides an opportunity
to the children to study at home also.
